	FOOD DISTRIBUTION PROGRAM (FDPIR) APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS



The basic requirements all households have to follow to apply for food distribution program (FDPIR) benefits start with filling-out an FDPIR application and provide all verifying financial documents for earned and unearned income. All households who are approved for FDPIR benefits ARE responsible to uphold the following rules of understanding:

1. Report changes in residence within 10 days of knowing.
2. Report changes to the household size within 10 days of knowing.
3. Report changes in the household’s shelter/utility expenses within 10 days of knowing.

4. Report changes or increases in gross monthly income over $100 within 10 days of knowing.
5. Report changes in any household member's obligation to pay child support within 10 days of knowing.

6. Prohibited in receiving benefits from both the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP, aka food stamps) or FDPIR within the same month (e.g., January, February, etc.).

7. Prohibited in giving any false or misleading information to receive FDPIR benefits.

8. Prohibited to barter/trade or sell my household's food distribution benefits.
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
