Refer to Liver Clinic or a 
medical practitioner with 
expertise in liver disease.
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Assess for Cirrhosis:
• FIB-4 > 3.25 or any of the following:
• Transient elastography (e.g. FibroScan stiffness > 12.5 kPa
• Noninvasive serologic tests above proprietary cutoffs for cirrhosis 

(e.g. FibroSure, FibroTest)
• Clinical evidence of cirrhosis (lover nodularity and/or splenomegaly 

on imaging, platelet count < 150,000
• Prior liver biopsy showing cirrhosis
