	Eligible Projects 

	Proposals should describe in detail, proposed projects that demonstrate approaches for improving human health and/or the environment of Tribal Communities in rural Alaska. The projects should serve as a model to other Tribal communities in Alaska trying to address similar projects.  
Example Projects
Eligible project topics include but are not limited to: 
· Projects with environmental training, education, outreach, and involvement. 
· Projects related to climate change.
· Projects for solid waste management (disposal, collection, reduction, recycling, re-using). 
· Projects that provide solid waste education, training, and outreach materials on the impact of human health and the environment. 
· Projects that involve learning, teaching, or discovery on improving sanitation. 
· Projects that protect subsistence resources from waste or contamination. 
Priority Ranking: 
Priority will be given to health and environmental improvement projects that: 
· Demonstrate a new approach or technology to solve a problem. 
· Can be replicated in other communities. 
· Will address a common need across rural Alaska. 
· Include ways for sharing information with other Alaska Tribes. 

	Eligibility, Rules & Guidelines 

	The following requirements, if not met by the time of application submission, will result in the application being removed from consideration for funding: 
· A letter of support from the applicant organization with an authorizing signature must be included. 
· Projects must be performed in Alaska. 
· Applicant must not appear on the Debarred or Suspend list. 
· Applicant must demonstrate that their project is for the benefit of Tribal communities. 
· Projects should include gathering and transferring information or advancing knowledge. 
· Applicants must demonstrate that the project will build Tribal capacity to reduce human health risks and/or environmental problems in Alaska. 
· Projects must be completed in the allotted timeframe and be designed as one-time-only projects. Projects must have a definitive beginning and end. 
· Projects must have a clear plan to demonstrate the lessons learned to Alaska Tribes. 
· Proposals must follow the template outlined in this RFP. 
· Proposals will need to submit a budget and budget narrative using the template provided in this RFP. 
APPLICATION GUIDELINES:

PROJECT OVERVIEW:
· The project must clearly define the environmental concern the Tribe is facing.
· The project must have a clearly defined outcome for the project. (What the Tribe wants to accomplish)
· The project overview needs to describe the proposed project. This should be as detailed as possible. 
Key Steps/Tasks:
· This section is where you will list the Key Steps/Tasks in order; to complete the proposed project.
· Please list who is responsible for each of the tasks. (This can be the same staff member)
· Once the Key Steps/Tasks are listed please select which month each task will be completed in.
· A sample task is to create a presentation for ATCEM showcasing the sub-award project. To be completed by the Tribe’s Program Manager in the final report.

	Award Information and Notice 

	Review and Selection Process: 
Proposals will be evaluated against all Eligibility Criteria and previous award performance (if the tribe has received a prior award). Only proposals that meet all Eligibility Criteria will be evaluated. A review panel will score each eligible proposal. Proposals will be ranked according to numerical scores and review panel recommendations. Incomplete applications will not be accepted. Please submit all required attachments. 
The tribe is responsible for promptly responding to all ANTHC emails during the review and award process in a timely matter. Failure to respond can result in the Tribe’s application being removed from the award process and the next eligible tribe will be awarded.
Successful applicants will be notified via written E-mail. The notification will advise that the proposed project has been successfully evaluated and recommended for funding. It is not an authorization to begin performance. Successful applicants will enter an ANTHC Subaward Agreement. Unsuccessful applicants will receive an email notification of their results. If requested, ANTHC will consult with unsuccessful applicants.
Reporting Requirements: 
ANTHC staff will provide technical assistance and support to selected tribes specific to the successfully funded projects. ANTHC will assist the Tribe with regular project progress and financial monitoring throughout the project period. Weekly/Bi-weekly/Monthly check-ins with ANTHC via Zoom/telephone, monthly progress reports, financial reports/supporting financial documents, an MBE/WBE report, and a final progress report to include a presentation for use at ATECM will be required. 
Reimbursement Requests:
The tribe may submit reimbursement requests to ANTHC at any time during the project. The final reimbursement request is due no later than 9/01/2025. All reimbursement requests must be submitted with invoices, receipts, pay stubs, or other backup documentation.
Proposal Assistance and Communication: 
As grantors, ANTHC staff cannot meet with individual applicants to discuss proposed projects or provide informal comments on draft proposals. Applicants are responsible for the contents of their proposal(s). Grantors can answer clarifying questions about this RFP. 
ANTHC will coordinate and provide technical training and technical assistance to all awarded projects. This will include information on project administration, financial management, purchasing and shipping supplies, and environmental expertise. There will be required orientation training at the beginning of the grant period, and technical assistance will be provided throughout the project.
